A. Getting Started
1. General Precautions

This CD transport is a reference class component. The best
materials and the latest production methods guarantee that
you will enjoy superb music reproduction for many years to
come. Therefore, you should take the following precautions
when installing the unit:

Do not expose the unit to excessive humidity. Do not
install it near air conditioners or in bathrooms. Relative
humidity during playback or storage should be between
10 and 90 %, as long as there is no condensation within
the unit. Direct exposure to water should be avoided.
Water does not only damage the transport, but may
create a threat to your life as well.

Very high (above 50° C) or low (below 10° C)
temperature may cause the unit to malfunction or be
damaged. Do not expose it to direct sunlight or place it
near radiators (heaters). The maximum temperature
during playback is 50° C; do not use the component at
temperatures below 10° C. The unit may be stored at
temperatures between —10 and 50° C.

Condensation: Moisture may form on the lens when the
unit is moved from a cold environment to a warm one. If



moisture forms inside the unit, it may not operate
properly. In this case, do not connect the unit to a power
source but wait 3 hours or longer before you plug in and
use it.

Do not install the unit in areas in which it is exposed to
frequent and severe variations in temperature or
humidity. The resulting frequent condensation would cause
damage to your component.

Place the unit on a vibration-free surface. Shocks may
cause malfunctioning or damage to the unit.

The unit should not be placed in areas which are
exposed to dust, and should be kept at a distance of at
least 2 metres from appliances that may cause
interference, like for example fluorescent lamps or
engines.

The surface you install the component on must be
stable, level and even.

2. Operating the Unit

a) Connecting the Unit to the Wall Outlet

Your transport is equipped with a high-quality toroidal power
transformer. It operates at either AC 230 V, 50 Hz or 115 V,
50-60 Hz. We have pre-adjusted the unit to the voltage
requirements of the country you bought the unit in.

If you plan to use the component in a country with a different
voltage, be sure to consult a qualified engineer to adjust
the voltage. For safety reasons, we have placed the voltage
switch on the inside of the unit. It is also necessary to
replace the fuse: At 220 V, you need a 0.5-AT fuse, at 110
V a 1.0 AT fuse.

Please note: If you connect your component to a wall
outlet and the voltage setting is incorrect, the transport
may be seriously damaged. Such damage is not covered
by the warranty. A change of voltage by a qualified engineer
is equally not covered by warranty.

Caution: If you do not disconnect the unit from the wall
outlet before opening the cabinet, you may risk your life.

To connect it to a D/A Converter, the mbl 1621A is equipped
with the following connectors (placed at the back of the unit,
from right to left):

one XLR connector (AES/EBU),

one RCA connector (SP DIF/AES),

one BNC connector (SP DIF/AES),

one optical ST glass fibre connector (GLASS ST).

Connect your CD-transport (output) to a suitable D/A-
Converter (input) via a suitable cable. Your mbl authorised
dealer will help you choose the right cable for your purpose —
do not hesitate to ask him about the advantages and
disadvantages of certain connector types.

Pay attention to the fact that only corresponding connectors
on each side (input/output) may be connected.

Glass fibre cables must not be bent. The ST glass fibre
connector is equipped with a bayonet mount. To connect,
insert the plug into the connector and twist it clockwise.

3. Basic Functions
a) Turning the Power on and Inserting the CD

If you have properly connected the unit to the D/A-Converter
and to the wall outlet, turn the power on with the power
button. On the mbl 1621A, the power switch is on the left
of the back panel.

For about 2 seconds, the display flashes a signal. If no CD is
in the transport, the signal "no disc" will light up.

To insert a CD, just open the lid of the transport. The display
will now show the word ,open*.

Now insert the CD into the transport with its printed
surface upwards. The shiny surface, on which the actual
data is stored, must face downwards. After that, put on the
puck and close the lid. Note that you cannot play a CD
without the puck.

The display will now flash the same signal as before for
another two seconds, then show the number of tracks and
the total playing time of the CD.

The CD transport is now ready for playback.

b) Playing a CD

To play the inserted CD, press the play button. After about
two seconds, the display will show the number of the track



that is playing, the triangular symbol for playback and the
elapsed playing time of the track. The transport counts
minutes and seconds upwards, beginning with 0:00 of each
track. If you have properly connected the mbl 1621A CD-
transport to the other components of your home stereo
system, you will now hear the music. If not, please refer to
our troubleshooting section.

If you press the play button during playback, the current
track will re-start at the beginning (0:00).

c¢) Pause Playback

If you intend to interrupt your listening pleasure for a
moment, but want to carry on from the same position, press
the pause button: The time counter stops, and the display
shows "pause” .

To resume playback from the same position, press the
pause button again. The transport returns to the playback
mode.

d) Skipping Tracks

To skip one or more tracks of the CD, press the skip
forward button once (1 x) for each track you want to skip
until you have reached the desired track.

To skip to any previous track, press the skip back button.
Press the button once (1 x) to return to the beginning of the
track that is currently playing. To play a previous track, press
the button again once (1 x) for each track to skip back.

In both cases, the desired track will start to play at the
beginning. While pressing the skip buttons, you will hear no
music.

If you specify a track number that does not exist on the CD,
or if you have reached the first track and press skip back
again, "Error" will appear on the display. Note that this is not
an error in the strict sense and in no way a malfunction of the
transport.

e) Locating a Desired Passage

To find a specific passage of a track during playback, you
may scan the track by using either the fast forward or the
rewind button. To find a passage located after the current
position, press (and hold) the fast forward button. To find a
passage located before the current position, press (and
hold) the rewind button.

The scanning is carried out at slow speed if you hold the
button for up to 5 seconds; after that, the scanning is carried
out at high speed. At both speeds, you will hear music.

During scanning, the display will continue to show the track
number and elapsed track time, which will count upwards or
downwards corresponding to the scanning mode and speed.

f) Repeat Play (Single Track or CD)

To continuously repeat the playback of all tracks of a CD,
press the repeat button once (1 x) during playback. The
display will show ,Repeat".

To repeat the current track, press the repeat button twice
(2 x) The display will now show ,Repeat 1“ to specify that
only one track (namely the current one) will be repeated.

Press the repeat button three times (3 x) to cancel the
repeat mode and return to normal playback. The repeat
indicator on the display will disappear.

To stop the playback, press the stop button. The display
will again show the number of CD tracks and the total
playing time.

d) Removing the CD and Turning the Unit off

If you wish to remove a CD from your mbl 1621A transport,
simply open the lid. If you open the lid during play

playback, the transport stops automatically. "Open" appears
on the display.

First remove the puck and then the disc from the transport. If
you wish to insert a new CD, please remember to put in the
puck again, too. Close the lid.

If you do not insert another CD and close the lid, "no disc"
will appear on the display. Otherwise, the display will show
the track number and total playing time of the new CD.

To turn off the component, press the power button.
h) Switching the Display off

If you do not want to see the disc data during playback, you
can switch off the display by pressing the displ. off ("display
off") button. Pressing the same button again re-activates the
display.

Please note: When the display is switched off, the remote
control unit will not work, because the button switches off the
infrared sensor as well. This is done in order to reduce
electronic interference.
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i) The Lid, the Puck ... and Shocks

To prevent dust and dirt from entering the transport
mechanism, you should not leave the lid open for an
extended period of time.

Please take care to re-insert the puck into the transport after
each playback so it will not get lost or damaged.

Vibrations and shocks may affect the playback and cause
damage to the unit and the CD.

4. Remote Control Functions
a) Basic Functions

Naturally, you can also control your mbl 1621A by using the
remote control unit. You may address the following functions
without leaving your favourite armchair for a second:

CD playback

CD stop

skip forward

skip back

fast forward

rewind

repeat (single track)
repeat (CD)

The function symbols on the remote control are identical to
those on the front panel of your transport.

b) Numeric Buttons

The 10 numeric buttons on the remote control unit enable
you to choose individual titles on your CD directly. For track
numbers 1-9, you simply press the corresponding button
and then press play for the playback to start.

For tracks with a number higher than 9, press the button for
the first digit and then for the second . If the CD does not
include the track number you have specified, the display
"Error" will appear.

Example:
If you want to play the track with number "14" on your CD,
press the "1" first and then the "4". Press play to playback
the track.

¢) Programming

Apart from playing the complete CD or any number of its
tracks in their chronological order, you may easily draw up
your own programmes. To do this, you simply enter the
track numbers of the pieces you want to play in the order in
which they should be played.

Simply press the numeric button for the piece you want to
listen to on your remote control, then press the "Prog" (short
for "programme") button. After you have entered the last
track, press "Prog" again to confirm the programme.

If you have accidentally entered the wrong track and want
to delete it, enter its track number again, then press "Prog".
The track is now deleted from the programme.

Please note: Within one programme, you can only enter the
same title once (1 x).

The order of programming is identical to the order of
playback. Note that when you delete a track from the middle
of the programme and enter a new one, it will be played at
the end of the programme.

Example:
If you want to listen to the tracks numbered 6, 3, 1, 8 and 12
in that order, use the numeric buttons on your remote control
and enter "6". After that, press "Prog" immediately. The
display will show the number of the track and the message
"Program".

Now enter the next track by pressing the button for "3" on
your remote, and then "Prog". "3" and "Program" will appear
on the display.

After that, press "1" and "Prog", then "8" and "Prog", and
finally "1" and "2" and "Prog" for the remaining tracks in your
programme.

If you have accidentally pressed "5" while trying to enter "1"
and "2" (for track 12), press "5" again and then "Prog" to
delete the track from the programme. You may now continue
by entering "1", "2" and then "Prog" for track 12.

To complete the programming, press "Prog" again. The
display will now show the number of programmed tracks in
the order of playback.

d) Programme Play

To start the playback of a confirmed programme, press the
play button.

During the play mode, the display will show only the number
of the current track. After pressing the "time" button on your
remote control once (1 x), the display will show the total
remaining time (note the "REM" for "remaining" on your
display) of the programme. By pressing the "time" button
again, you will get the elapsed time of the current track.

During the programme playback, you can skip titles by
pressing the skip forward and skip back buttons, just as
you do during normal playback.

Note: In addition to the "time™ button on your remote control
unit, the mbl 1621A has a corresponding button installed on
its front panel.

e) Programme Stop

If you want to interrupt the programme playback, press the
stop button once (1 x). You may now change the
programme by adding or deleting tracks. After that, you may
re-start the programme by pressing the play button.

To end the programme playback, press the stop button
twice (2 x).

Attention: Pressing the stop button twice will delete the
programme.

f) Time Display Modes

In the stop mode, the display shows the number of tracks on
the CD as well as the total playing time. During normal

play

playback, the number of the current track and the elapsed
time for this track will appear.

You can change the time display mode by pressing the
"time" button on your remote control. After pressing the
button once (1 x), the display will show the total elapsed
time of your CD.

By pressing the "time" button twice (2 x), you will get the
total remaining time on your CD. Note the signal "REM" on
your display. The time counter will now count down the
remaining minutes and seconds.

(Note that the mbl 1621A has an additional time button
installed on its front panel. The functioning is identical to that
on the remote control unit)

dg) A B Repeat Playback

By using the "A/B" button on your remote control, you can
identify passages for repeat playback. This button works only
during playback. After having entered the beginning and the
end of a passage, the unit will begin to repeat that same
passage over and over. The display will show ,A *“ for the
beginning and ,A B* for the end of the marked passage.

Example:
You want to repeat the passage between track 7 (time: 0:35)
and track 11 (time: 2:35). When you have reached 0:35 in

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track 7, press the ,A/B“ button once (1 x). 1 x. The display
will now show ,A “in addition to track number and time.
Now wait for the playback to reach track 11 at 2:35. (You
may also scan the track up to 2:35), and press ,A/B* again.
»A B will now appear on the display. The transport will
immediately enter the repeat mode and restart playback in
track 7 at 0:35. It will continue to play until track 11 at 2:35,
then re-start the passage over again.

Passage markers may also be identified during programme
play.

To delete a marker,
press the ,A/B“ button again, or
press the skip forward or skip back buttons, or
end the playback by pressing the stop button.

B. Maintenance
1. Cleaning Exterior Surfaces

To clean the cabinet and front panel of your mbl 1621A use
a dry, soft cloth. To wipe off finger prints and other grease
spots, use a soft, wet cloth moistened for example with a
mild detergent dissolved in water.

Caution: The cloth must never be dripping wet! If water or
other fluids enter the cabinet, you may risk damage to the
unit and put your life in danger!

Never use scouring pads, steel wool, scouring powders or
harsh chemical agents, alcohol, thinners, benzine,
insecticide or other volatile substances, as these would
destroy the finish of the cabinet.
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2. Troubleshooting

Please take note of our advice on installing the unit at the
beginning of this manual. The following factors may have
adverse effects on the performance of your mbl 1621A:

excessively high temperature (over 50° C, e.g. near
heating appliances)

low temperature (below 10° C)

extreme humidty (over 95 %, e.g. near air conditioners)
extremely dry air (humidity below 10 %)

extreme temperature variations (condensation)

dust

electrostatic interferences (e.g. near fluorescent lamps
or engines)

vibrations and shocks

These external influences should be addressed first if
problems occur.

a) No power, no display

Has the plug been properly connected to the wall outlet?
Has it been properly attached to the unit itself? It may sound
strange, but the latter problem occurs more often than one
cares to count. Insert the plug securely into the wall outlet
and the unit connector.

Is the wall outlet working correctly? Connect a different
electric appliance to the wall outlet and see if it works.

If the plug is properly attached and wall outlet working
correctly, check the fuse:

Always pull the plug from the wall outlet first! If you do
not, you will risk damage to the unit as well as your life.
Pull out the fuse holder, which is installed above the
power connector on the back panel.

The fuse holder contains 2 fuses (0,5 AT for 220 VI/A,
and 1,0 AT for 110 V/A). The left fuse is the active one,
the right one is in reserve. Exchange both fuses.

Put the fuse holder back in and re-plug the unit to the
wall outlet.

If the unit still does not work, pull the plug again and wait for
at least 3 hours. If condensation has formed inside the
cabinet, this should allow the player to dry out. Re-plug the
player again. If it still does not work, you should consult a
gualified engineer.

b) The CD fails to rotate, display is on.

Is the disc placed in the correct position (with its printed
surface facing up)?

Has the puck been properly placed on the CD?

Is the lid of the transport closed?

If the answer to all three questions is "yes", insert a different
CD and try again. Malfunctions may occur with recordable
CDs (CD-Rs). If CD-Rs do not play, use regular CDs only.

If the transport fails to play several regular CDs, pull the plug
and wait for at least 3 hours. If condensation has formed
inside the cabinet, this should allow the player to dry out. Re-
plug the player again. If it still does not work, you should
consult a qualified engineer.

¢) The disc is rotating, but no music is heard

Have the connections to the D/A converter (e.g. the mbl
1611/1511) and those from the converter to the pre-
amplifier or integrated amplifier been properly
established?

Are the loudspeakers or headphones connected properly?
Are converter and amplifier properly connected to the wall
outlet, and are they switched on?

If so, is the volume control on your amplifier correctly
adjusted and the mute switch (on your converter and/or
amplifier) off?

Check if the music source switch on your amplifier is
switched to "CD" and if the suitable output (loudspeaker or
headphones) has been identified.

If all else fails, pull the plug and wait for at least 3 hours. If
condensation has formed inside the cabinet, this should
allow the player to dry out. Re-plug the player again. If it still
does not work, you should consult a qualified engineer.

d) The sound drops out or noise is heard

Try a different CD first. If that CD is played without problems,
the CD is probably scratched or dirty. Note that some
recordable CDs (CD-Rs) may not work in this transport.

If there are dropouts or noise with other regular CDs too,
check the connections between the different components of
your system (CD transport, converter, amplifier,
loudspeakers or headphones).

If the dropouts continue to appear, pull the plug and wait for
at least 3 hours. If condensation has formed inside the
cabinet, this should allow the player to dry out. Re-plug the
player again. If it still does not work, you should consult a
qualified engineer.

e) The disc stops in mid-operation

Try a different CD first. If that CD is played without problems,
the CD is probably scratched or dirty. Note that some
recordable CDs (CD-Rs) may not work correctly in this
transport.

f) CDis dirty

A dirty CD may cause many problems for your player: it may
soil and ultimately damage the unit. Take care to clean dirty
CDs before inserting them into the transport.

Use a soft dry cloth to remove dust and pieces of fluff
from the CD. For finger prints and grease spots, use a cloth
moistened with a mild detergent or special CD cleaning
fluids. Never use harsh chemical agents or other volatile
fluids. Otherwise, you may destroy the CD!

When cleaning the CD, always wipe straight from the
center to the edge of the disc. Do not wipe in circles.

dg) Remote control operation is not possible

Are the batteries in the remote control unit exhausted? If
so, replace them with fresh ones. Always replace both
batteries with new ones!

Are the batteries inserted with the correct +/- orientation?
Are the infrared transmitter on your remote control and the
remote sensor on the front panel of the unit clean? If they

are dirty or greasy, use a slightly moistened cloth to clean
them. See maintenance instructions for details.

Troubleshooting
