Important Information! 

 

Attention: Keep the amplifier away from high humidity, vibration, excessive dust and 

direct sunlight. Excessive heat or cold will affect the unit´s functionality. The permitted 

operating temperature is 10°C up to 50°C. Avoid extreme variations in temperature. Do 

not operate the unit near other electric appliances (for instance neon light and motors). 

The amplifier should not be opened without the assistance of a qualified technician. 

 

 

 

Warranty 

 

MBL affords a full warranty. Please pay attention to the details given in the warranty 

card which accompanies the unit. Warranty is only issued, if you send back the 

warranty card. 
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1 Placement 

Keep the amplifier away from humidity, vibration, excessive dust and direct sunlight. 

Do not operate the unit near other electric appliances (for instance neon light and 

motors). 

The unit must not be opened. There must be no alteration on the unit. 

2 Main voltage 

 

The mbl 7006 is equipped with three low-dispersion toroidal transformers. It operates 

at 230VAC or 115 VAC, 50/60 Hz. The rear side indicates the selected mains voltage 

which has been pre-set by the manufacturer.  

 

Attention: This amplifier is a single voltage design. 

 

2.1 Changing the main voltage 

 

A change of the mains voltage could only be done by changing the power 

transformers. This procedure is not a warranty service and you need the special 

transformers. 

 

3 Construction 

 

The amplifier consists of three units: 

 

3.1 Power supply 

3.2 Input/output electronics 

3.3 Control panel 

 

3.1 Power supply 

 

The power supply is a fully insulated construction; there is no electric and magnetic 

connection of the transformer's casing and the amplifier's housing. A magnetic 

shielding reduces magnetic and electrostatic stray pickup into the amplifier's inputs. 

An ultra low distortion symmetric voltage regulation performs the power supply of the 

preamplifier section. 

 

3.2 Input electronics 

 

In order to attain the shortest signal paths possible, the entire input electronics is 

arranged on one circuit board. Special relays are located directly by the single-ended 

jacks and take the selection of the input signal.  
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3.3 Control panel 

 

All controls, like for instance volume control, input selector, etc., are fixed on the front 

panel. All functions can be remote controlled (for further information refer to the 

additional manual). 

4 Operation 

4.1 Volume 

 

The mbl 7006 is equipped with a special potentiometer made for audio use.  

To heighten the volume press the right side (+) of the volume control. 

To lower the volume press the left side (-) of the volume control. 

 

 

4.2 Input selector 

 

The input selector selects one of the various sources connected to the amplifier. The 

processor input enables the connection of an extern sourround-decoder. Choosing 

this input will engage a signal to the connected amplifier (Bypass). This gives the 

possibility to switch between audio (music replay) and video (DVD). 

 

 

Meaning of the input indicators: 

 

balanced  Symmetric XLR input  

CD1   RCA connector, cd-direct input for high quality 

CD2   RCA connector, cd-direct input for high quality 

tuner   RCA high level input 

aux RCA high level input 

Processor  BYPASS for surround-processor 
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4.3 Turning the amplifier on and off 

 

The on button on the front panel puts the amplifier into standby and turns it back to 

“on” (this function can also be accomplished by remote control). 

To turn off the amplifier completely (the unit is no longer connected to the mains and 

therefore does not consume current), disconnect the power cord from the mains 

socket. This is recommended, when the amplifier is not in use for a longer period of 

time. 

4.4 Display 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The display indicates the volume level as well as the input that is currently in use. 

 

With the “disp.off” button the display´s brightness can be selected within five steps 

from very bright to off. If the display is turned off, the “disp. off” function LED on the 

left side of the display will light. 

 

If the amplifier is in standby mode, the “standby” function LED on the left side of the 

display will light. 

 

4.5 Mute Function 

 

With the “mute” button the amplifier can be muted. Instead of the currently used input 

the display will show “mute”.

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5 Connections 

 

5.1 Inputs 

 

One symmetric and four asymmetric inputs are located on the back of the 

preamplifier. 

 

 

BALANCED  Symmetric XLR input 

CD1   RCA connector, cd-direct input for high quality 

CD2   RCA connector, cd-direct input for high quality 

TUNER  RCA high level input 

AUX   RCA high level input 

BYPASS  RCA input for surround-processor 

 

Attention!: BYPASS/Processor, never use this input for unregulated high 

level signals (e.g. CD-player). High levels may cause defects on connected 

amplifiers and speakers. 

 

 

5.2 Outputs 

 

Two speaker terminals and one fixed output (FIXED OUT) are located on the back of 

the amplifier. 

 

FIXED OUT RCA reference level output to connect a recorder (e.g. audiotape or DAT) 

 

Attention: FIXED OUT, on this output the volume can not be adjusted by the 

preamplifier´s volume control! Do not connect a power amplifier directly. 

 

 

5.3 Outputs optional 

 

The optional headphone output is intended for dynamic headphones with 6,3mm jack 

plug. To control the headphones a separate headphone amplifier has to be 

integrated, which is especially balanced for the requirements of headphone 

operation. When no jack plug is plugged in, the headphone output is not in use (this 

avoids interferences of the preamplifier). To achieve the best sound quality, the 

headphones should only be plugged in, if they are used. The headphone amplifier is 

activated automatically, when the headphones are plugged in. If no signal from the 

speakers is desired while the headphones are in use, press the mute button. The 

headphone output is located on the lower front panel. 

 

Attention: When you activate the BYPASS/Processor function, please disconnect 

the headphones. 

 

The additional assembly of the headphone output is accomplished by your 

MBL importer or MBL service. 
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6 Connecting amplifier and speakers 

 

6.1 Speaker terminals 

There are 2 pair of speaker terminals on the back of the amplifier. Two speakers can 

be connected to the amplifier. To connect the speakers only use high-quality cables. 

Especially recommendable are coaxial cables with high copper-quality. 

6.2 Stereo mode 

 

To connect the speakers to the amplifier use the speaker terminals located on the 

back of the amplifier. 

Connect the right speaker to the terminal marked with R. In particular: Connect 

positive pole of the speaker (usually red) to the  - clamp on the amp. Connect the 

speaker´s negative pole (usually black) to the  - clamp on the amp. 

Connect the left speaker to the terminal marked with L. In particular: Connect 

positive pole of the speaker (usually red) to the  - clamp on the amp. Connect the 

speaker´s negative pole (usually black) to the  - clamp on the amp.

7 Operating the amplifier 

 

Make all necessary connections (inputs, outputs, mains). Press the “on” switch on the 

front panel to turn on the amplifier. 

Power delay will not activate the outputs until internal supply voltage is rugged. This 

process may lasts up to 2 seconds. 

8 Maintenance 

 

Unplug the unit before cleaning. 

To clean the exterior surfaces of your mbl 7006 use a dry, soft cloth. To wipe off 

finger prints and other grease spots, use a soft, wet cloth moistened with a mild 

detergent dissolved in water. 

 

Caution: The cloth must never be dripping wet! If water or other fluids enter the 

cabinet, you risk to damage the unit.  

  

Never use scouring pads, steel wool, scouring powders or harsh chemical agents, 

alcohol, thinners, benzine, insecticide or other volatile substances, as these will 

destroy the finish of the cabinet.

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9 Fuse 

 

The fuse holder is located on the rear side of the amplifier. The holder takes two 

fuses of the type 5x20 mm; the main fuse and a spare fuse. (230V

ac

 4 AT or 115V

AT). 

 

10 Troubleshooting 

 

The device does not run. 

 

Check all main connections. 

 

Check the fuses in the fuse holder on the rear side of the preamplifier (one reserve 

fuse 4 A/T on the 230V model, and one 8 A/T reserve fuse on the 115V model). 

 

Attention: Before removing / installing any fuses, switch off the amplifier and 

disconnect it from the main circuit ! 

 

In the event fuses blow repeatedly, and in all other instances of malfunction, 

contact your MBL-dealer or MBL-service. 

 

 

No music can be heard. 

 

Check whether the standby LED is lit. 

 

Turn on the amplifier by pressing the “on” button on front panel or remote control. 

 

The device seems to run. However, I cannot hear music. 

 

Check whether the input, your reproduction unit is connected to, is active. The 

corresponding input has to be shown on the display. 

 

Check whether “mute” is shown on the display. Press the mute button to disable the 

mute function. 

 

Are the audio sources properly connected to the mains? Are these devices turned 

on at all?

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A. Getting Started 

1. General Precautions 

 

 Do not expose this remote control to excessive humidity. Do not install it near air 

conditioners or in bathrooms. Relative humidity during playback or storage should 

be between 10 and 90 %. Direct exposure to water should be avoided. Water 

may damage the unit. 

 

 Very high (above 50° C) or low (below 10° C) temperature  may cause the 

remote control to malfunction or be damaged. Do not expose it to direct sunlight 

or place it near radiators (heaters). The maximum temperature during playback is 

50° C; do not use the component at temperatures below 10° C. The unit may be 

stored at temperatures between –10 and 50° C. 

 

 Do not install the remote control in areas in which it is exposed to frequent and 

severe variations in temperature or humidity. The resulting frequent 

condensation would cause damage to your remote control. 

 

 Do not expose the unit to strong vibrations and shocks. 

 

 Use only standard "AAA"-sized batteries (1.5 V). Under normal circumstances, 

the batteries have a service life of about one year. Replace both batteries (!). If 

the performance of your remote becomes unsteady, always change the batteries. 

If you do not use the remote for an extended period of time, please remove the 

batteries. 

 

 Only dispose of batteries in an ecologically friendly manner. Your dealer will take 

used batteries back. 

 

2. Loading Batteries 

 

Your mbl system remote control comes with two AAA-sized batteries (1.5 V).  

 

First unscrew the four screws on the rear side of the remote control to remove the 

bottom plate. Inside the unit you will find the battery holder. Insert the batteries with 

correct +/- orientation. Screw the bottom plate on the remote control. 
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3. Operating the Remote Control Unit  

 

a) Operating Range 

 

The optimal working distance will be up to 16,4 ft max and within an angle of +/- 15 

degrees. 

 

b) Basic Functions 

 

With the buttons PRE, CD, TUNER,  and D/A the respective functions can be 

activated. Button PRE activates the functions of the pre-amplifier; button CD selects 

the CD player or CD transport; button D/A selects the D/A converter and button 

TUNER the tuner.  

The volume function is always activated. With these buttons, you control the master 

volume. 

 

c) Pre-Amplifier ("Pre“) 

 

The PRE button (1) activates the functions related to the pre-amplifier.

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2. Troubleshooting 

 

If there are any problems, first make sure that the components themselves can be 

operated correctly via their own front panel buttons. If not, please address the 

owner's manual of the corresponding component. 

 

If the component is working correctly but you are unable to control its functions with 

the system remote control, please check the following points: 

 

 Are you operating your remote control unit within the acceptable distance and 

angle from the component?  

 

 Is there an obstruction between the transmitter and the remote sensor of your 

component? 

 

 Did you select the right component? 

 

 Are the batteries inserted correctly? Check if the +/- orientation of the batteries 

corresponds with those displayed at the bottom of the battery compartment. 

 

 Are the batteries run down? Check by replacing them with a fresh pair. 

 

 Is the infrared transmitter dirty or smeared? If so, clean it with a soft, dry cloth. 

 

 Is the remote sensor on your hifi component dirty? If so, use a dry, soft cloth to 

clean it. 

 

 Did you accidentally press two or more buttons at once? The remote control unit 

will only function if you press one button at a time. 

 

Please note that the following factors may also cause the remote unit to malfunction: 

 

 high temperature (over 50° C, e.g. near heating appliances) 

 low temperature (below 10° C) 

 extreme humidity (over 95 %, e.g. near air conditioners) 

 extremely dry air (humidity below 10 %) 

 extreme temperature variations (condensation) 

 dust  

 vibrations and shocks 

 interference from other remote control units.
